SUBJECT:  701st Military Police Battalion Policy Memorandum #8 - Wear and Appearance of Army Uniforms and Insignia

1.  Reference.  AR 670-1, Wear and Appearance of Army Uniforms and Insignias.

2.  Purpose.  This memorandum is to establish a policy for wear of uniforms by the 701st MP Battalion soldiers.

3.  Scope.  This policy applies to all personnel assigned or attached to the 701st MP Battalion.

4.  General.  This is provided to ensure compliance with Army policies.

5.  Policy and Procedures.

a.  Normally, personnel assigned to the battalion or company headquarters will wear the BDU.  Personnel assigned to staff directorates will wear the duty uniform as prescribed by the director.  Personnel who have official business off post may wear the Class B uniform, as appropriate.  Exceptions are permitted only as outlined in this policy letter.

b.  Company commanders will direct the uniform while conducting formations.  This will include sleeves up or down when BDU is specified.

c.  Military police duty uniform when under the operational control of the provost marshal will be in accordance with provost marshal policy.

d.  The BDU may be worn for short and essential stops at commercial establishments, such as service station, cleaning, or eating establishments during the lunch hour.  The BDU may not be worn to bars at anytime.

e.  The following policies are established to provide and highlight areas where typical questions arise concerning uniform wear:

(1) BDU sleeves.  Sleeves may be worn up or down at the discretion of the soldier, except when in formations.  The senior personnel directing the formation will ensure all soldiers’ sleeves are up or down at his/her discretion.

(2) Boot blouses.  The BDU uniform will be bloused using draw cords or blousing rubbers if the trousers are not tucked into the boots.  When bloused by tucking into the boots, trousers will be folded from the side seams to the rear. Wrap around blouses to the front or the sides are not permitted.

(3) BDU caps.  Blocking of the BDU cap is not permitted.

(4) Jewelry.  Wear of a wristwatch; wrist bracelet, and not more than two rings are authorized.

(5) Ear rings.  Female soldiers are not permitted to wear earrings with the Class C uniform.

(6) The 701st MP Battalion crests, or the USAMPS crest for staff and faculty will be worn on the black sweater.

(7) Civilian attire while off duty is permitted in accordance with AR 670 – 1, ch 1, para 13.

(a) All personnel will maintain a high standard of dress and appearance.  Uniforms will be clean, serviceable, and pressed as necessary.  Starching of the BDU is permitted and encouraged.

(b) Commanders may require soldiers to press the BDU for special occasions, e.g. parade or formations.  Military Police duty is considered a special occasion.

(c) The standard uniform for organized physical training is the physical fitness uniform.  Procedures outlined in AR 670-1 are applicable.

(d) Additional procedures of AR 670-1 apply.

(e) Soldiers observing a deficiency will handle violation of uniform policies by on-the-spot correction. Repeated uniform violations will subsequently be followed by formal counseling, censure, and nonjudicial action, as appropriate.

6.  Failure to obey this policy may constitute a violation of article 92, UCMJ or other applicable provisions and could lead to punitive action under the UCMJ.
