Prerequisites 

To attend the Senior Leader Course, you must be an Active Army enlisted Soldier in the grades of SSG Promotable or SFC.  Unit commander must recommend Reserve/National Guard Component personnel. Soldiers must be qualified in Military Occupational Skill of 31B, 31D or 31E. 

  

All students are required to have the following in their possession prior to arriving for the course: 

  

Soldiers must have a completed Unit Pre-execution Checklist that is complete and signed by their Unit Commander prior to being allowed into the course.  Failure to produce this checklist within 72 hours of arriving at the course is cause for dismissal. (The Pre-Execution Checklist, as well as an example in Microsoft Word format can be downloaded from the Menu area by right-clicking on the Pre-Execution Checklist & Example hyperlinks individually and selecting "Save Target As...") 

 

Soldiers must have a completed Student Leadership Profile prior to in-processing into the course.  (Student Leadership Profile can be downloaded from the Menu area by right-clicking on the Student Leadership Profile hyperlink and selecting "Save Target As...")

  

Five copies of Temporary Duty Orders, to include amendments and advance finance vouchers (if an advance was granted). 

  

All Soldiers that are over the age of 40 must bring a physical with a cardiovascular screening clearing them for training prior to the Army Physical Fitness Test. 

  

A copy of any permanent physical profiles (Soldier must provide a copy of their MOS/Medical Review Board).  Soldiers with Temporary profiles that do not preclude completion of the course will be authorized to enroll.
  

Two copies of ERB. 

  

Copy of DA FM 705 with a diagnostic APFT administered within 30 days of the scheduled departure for school. 

  

All prescribed clothing and equipment on the packing list. 

  

CID students are NOT authorized to report for training with their credentials or weapon in their possession (IAW CID Regulation 195-1).
